ENTRANCE AND CLOSING HYMN is “Jesus, Priceless Treasure” (LSB 743) by the German lawyer and 
politician Johann Franck (1618-1677).  J. S. Bach used this hymn as the basis of his most famous funeral 
motet: Jesu, meine Freude, BWV 227.  Franck wrote over 100 hymns and in the 17th century was second only to 
Paul Gerhardt in poetic skill.  The tune JESU MEINE FREUDE, by Johann Crüger (1598-1662), is named after the 
opening line of Franck’s hymn text.  Crüger edited Praxis pietatis melica, the most widely used Lutheran hymnal 
of the 17th century. 
 
ST JOHN PASSION will be featured on July 14 at 9:15 am in the Trinity Center.  The discussion will cover the 
major events of the crucifixion, ending with Christ’s death and triumph.  The featured hymn in this section of 
Bach’s Passion is “Jesus, I Will Ponder Now" (LSB 440).
